Each section was created in a Microsoft Word file that you can easily edit and save to suit your company’s needs. Each file contains a brief description of WHY you need the section in your AWAIR program followed by a checklist for HOW to complete the section. 

You are free to modify any text in the samples, but specific text that must be modified is printed in RED. This is where, for example, you should insert your company’s name or the name of your safety coordinator.
Work your way through each of the ten sections, print the documents, and place them in a binder. 
A copy of the AWAIR manual must be located at every project site. Service companies should carry a copy in each truck. Your employees are required to understand the requirements in your AWAIR program and where they can find a copy of it at each job site.
